Nusa Tengara Timor (NTT), 

Some Facts:

Å NTT is a cluster of 556 Islands (Sumba to West Timor), 4.7 mio ha of land, 
inhabited by 4.8 mio people (UNDP 2015)

Å One of the poorest Provinces in Indonesia (Badanpusat statistic 2017) 

Å Long periods of Drought (sometimes 7-8 month a year) often leads to shortage of 
food, stunted growth, high maternal and neonatal mortality rates

Å Subsistence farmers, 27 % earn less than a dollar a day (UNICEF 2015)

Å Primary school enrollment is below 60% ( World Bank, 2015)

Å Only 1 out of 5 use a basic sanitation facility at home. (UNICEF 2015)

Å 60% of all households have no access to electricity (UNDP 2017)

Å One of Australia's closest neighbor (450km)
